carried out by 3 to 10 persons
at most.

In swimming pools and
aquatic centres, swimming is
only possible in specially
designated lanes. A maximum
number of 6 athletes per 50m
lane and 3 athletes per 25m
lane are allowed.

Public access to showers and
locker rooms is also strictly
regulated. Thus, only a
maximum of 10 people per
locker room or collective
shower area is allowed. In the
locker rooms, people must
either wear a mask or
maintain a physical distance
of 2 metres. In the showers,
the physical distance of 2
metres must be respected.
All indoor sport facilities must
close. Adults may take part in
sports activities on their own
or with one other person, but
only outdoors. Children aged
17 and under may take part in
team sports and play matches
against children at the same
club, but only outdoors.
